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“Extremely dense, with layer upon layer of melted fig, mulled boysenberry 

and black currant fruit, all laced with notes of charred mesquite, hoisin 

sauce and Kenya AA coffee.  The long, silky mouthfeel belies the 

latent power in reserve-and there’s a lot of it, with waves of 

grip driving the finish. Best from 2010 through 2030.”
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Grand Cru Mambourg Sélection de Grains Nobles      94 points 
“Elegant, with a pretty juiciness to the acidity that enlivens the whole wine. 
Apple and orange blossom notes highlight the ripe apricot and clementine, 
along with honey, smoke and cream accents. Spicy finish. Drink now through 
2020.”

Grand Cru Mambourg Quintessence de Grains Nobles Cuvée d’Or   93 points
“This fleshy version displays candied grapefruit peel, quince, petrol and lots of 
herb and spice notes. Light- to medium-bodied, with tangy acidity and a zesty 
white pepper note showing at the end. Drink now through 2019.”

Grand Cru Furstentum Vendanges Tardives     91 points
“Honey and ripe fruit flavors of pineapple and clementine mix with pleasantly 
bitter notes of grapefruit sorbet and orange granita in this fleshy version, which 
is underscored by smoke and spice notes, with a modest finish. Drink now 
through 2016.”

Grand Cru Schlossberg Vendanges Tardives     93 points
“Very juicy, with ripe tropical fruit flavors of pineapple and mango mixing with 
hints of petrol and spice and framed by searing acidity. Medium-bodied and full 
of personality, with a zingy, sweet-tart finish. Drink now through 2014.”

Grand Cru Schlossberg Sélection de Grains Nobles      92 points
“Offers live-wire acidity and subtle flavors of apricot, anise and papaya, with a 
touch of smoke. A juicy, elegant wine, with a modest, nut-tinged finish. Drink 
now through 2019.”

2006 Alsace

“This striking wine is the single best 
rendering of Torrontés I’ve ever tasted.  

The aromas are intensely floral and 
perfumed, and yet not overbearing.  Also 

remarkable is the fact that there’s nothing 
discordant in the sensory relation of 

the floral aromatics and a palate that is 
essentially dry.  This is largely thanks to 
extraordinary acidity that freshens the 

finish and integrates the wine’s aromatic 
and flavor components.  Many bottlings 

of Torrontés from Mendoza are based on 
over-cropped fruit that lacks structure 

and snap, but this bottling from 
Salta shows just how good this 

grape can get when taken 
seriously.”
